(guidelines to be distributed with requests for materials)

Individuals who submit educational material to be posted on the website should read these guidelines first. It is the sole responsibility of the individual to ensure that the submitted educational material complies with these guidelines. 

Individuals can include tables, graphs, charts, line drawings, diagrams, etc. from a copyrighted article in their slide presentations and other teaching materials long as the source is clearly referenced on the slide or other teaching material. If the figure or illustration has been adapted or modified, this should be indicated also. It is suggested that the AMA Style format for references be used: Author(s). Article title. Journal Name. Year; volume: inclusive page numbers or specific page if reference to a figure/illustration. 
Written permission from the copyright owner is required for displaying non-scientific pictorial works (i.e., graphics, fine art, sculptural works, etc.) as well as syndicated cartoons in their slide presentations and other teaching material. Attribution always must be indicated with the permission notice if permission was granted.

The posting of educational material to the website does not assume that material will be distributed, and this responsibility belongs solely to the person downloading the material from the website.  Written permission from the copyright owner to distribute any material posted on the APS website is required. The permission notice, reference, and copyright notice must be indicated on the copy.
